(1) Zarko will tell us a bit about his beam-data executable and its flow wrt the raw data taking. 

docdb2657 rundown. A daemon is configured for how to get IFDB info and then listens for commands on port. bdaq_send command is then issued to get the data. This writes binary data files to disk. bdaq_merge merges these with detector data. 

An important point is that we don't trigger on every BNB event, so Zarko writes empty detector events and merges those to all BNB data in --all-beam mode. This or something like it has to happen to count POT correctly! It sounds like a < 10% contribution to the TDR-quoted ~2MB/sec system-wide triggered data stream. We need to confirm this.

After merging, the LArSoft swizzler will kick in. That's work that's begun. 

Zarko will keep uB specific copies of data classes that he needs in LArSoft's RawData directory, in sub-directories. We will always need to maintain some manual synchronization between uboonedaq and LArSoft.

Zarko needs real timestamps!  Leonidas and Eric will resume work on GPS this wk!

$1D events are being inserted now, thanks to Tom K.

(2) I'd be happy to have a little rundown on the slowmoncon code in the codebase too: KSU, is that possible?

docdb2664: lots of great progress. 

Many checkins to the database. Doesn't and won't ever all build with the rest of the DAQ code project. Lots of testing going on at KSU postgres. Can dump to uboonedaq-smc dB at any time.

Glen showed cool weather data that he's archiving. IFDB Weather data is latent wrt its reported update. Glenn has  reported this bug. It might be important wrt BNB/NuMI beam data we're getting too.

Sowjanya showed us Glassman HV controls she's working on, and will then get Sarah to adopt.
