Addressing TPC2 Rack pORC Findings

Findings from David Mertz:
1) Train Rack Protection System power cord so it will not hang out the bottom of the rack.

Power cord has been re-routed to ensure there is no hanging of power cord.  See pic

2) Use properly sized lock washers to avoid vibration loosening of screws retaining the pancake fans into the 3U cooling unit, or consider using locktite 222 purple threadlocker

This finding has been addressed in the fan pack EDR.

Findings from James Priest:

 Comment the rack protection smoke detector need to be relocated to a horizontal  position.  It does not have to centered.  Emailed photo will work. 

The smoke sensor has been repositioned.  See photograph below
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Findings from Steve Chappa:
1) Guide pins are located at the top of the rack side door rail and these pins prevented the side doors from sitting flush inside the rail area.
This has been addressed.  The door now sits flush inside the rail area.
2) Be mindful of the AC cord that is set between the door panel and the rack shelf so that this cord does not get pinched when closing the door panel.
Care was taken to ensure no pinching of this cable occurred. 
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
